Hong Kong Cup Diplomatic Knowledge Contest

Since 2007, we have jointly organized the Hong Kong Cup Diplomatic
Knowledge Contest with the Office of the Commissioner of the PRC's
Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the HKSAR and the HKSAR
Government's Education Bureau. The contest has strengthened
students' interest in international affairs and deepened their
understanding of the nation's foreign policy. The 17* edition, themed
“Love Diplomacy, Love the World", set a new record with nearly 78,000
students from 289 primary and secondary schools participating. The
final was successfully held on May 17.

Hong Kong Cup Diplomatic Knowledge Contest Study Tour

From July 26 to August 3, 2025, winners of the 17t Hong Kong Cup Diplomatic Knowledge Contest embarked on an
enriching study tour to Beijing and Shandong Province. In Beijing, they observed a press conference at the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, met Spokesperson Guo Jiakun and young diplomats, and explored landmarks such as the
Diaoyutai State Guesthouse and the Xiaomi Automobile Super Factory.

In Shandong, the group visited the Confucius Temple and climbed Mount Tai, gaining a deeper appreciation of the
region's cultural and natural heritage. They also visited the Weixian Internment Camp Site Museum and the
Museum of the Sino-Japanese War (1894-1895), deepening their understanding of the history of resistance
against Japanese aggression.
